Ron passed away on March 20, 2023, at his home in Kellogg from a Glioblastoma cancerous brain  

tumor at the age of 74. He was born and raised in Wabasha and following graduation from St. Felix 

High School, he enlisted in the US Army becoming a pilot. During his 20 years in the U.S. Army, he  

flew two tours in Vietnam, three years in Germany and one year in South Korea, flying helicopters   

and fixed-wing aircraft. During his first tour in Vietnam his helicopter was shot down and he 

received burns over 30% of his body. He was awarded the Purple Heart. After retiring from the 

Army, he returned home to Minnesota and flew for Dairyland Power and farmed part-time. He 

served as Commander of the Wabasha American Legion Post #50 and the Burkhardt-Roemer VFW 

Post #4086. He was an avid hunter, fisherman and golfer. 

Ron loved to golf, and his desire was for the Coffee Mill Golf Course to continue to not only be an 

outstanding course for all players at any level, but a location for the community to get together, 

host events and to celebrate special occasions. This led to his becoming a shareholder and board 

president. Ron was instrumental in maintaining the existing outdoor equipment and carts.
